All bass brought to weigh-in station must be in bag of water.
Your biggest bass
 is registered into the final overall standings and “Big Bass Contest”.  There will be no ties.  1
st
 heaviest fish weighed in wins.
Bass must be weighed in by contestant who caught the bass and must be in contestant’s physical possession at weigh-in.
Any artificially weighed or preserved bass will be disqualified.
Bass must be a 15” minimum.
No team may weigh in more than five (5) fish.
This is a mandatory catch and release program.
